MATH 1210 Instructors,

Thank you for teaching Math 1210.

Textbook: Calculus, Early Transcendentals  by Briggs and Cochran has been used for Math 1210 since Fall, 2010.
One notable deficiency of this textbook is the near complete absence of historical or biographical information. History is not a required part of the course, but I encourage everyone to supply at least a minimal historical context.
Calculators: Please adhere to the departmental calculator standard for the calculus sequence: http://slccmathdepartment.yolasite.com/calculator-policy.php.
In particular, graphing and programmable calculators are not permitted on tests, nor are cell phones. Only basic scientific calculators are allowed on tests.
Final Exam:  There will be a common departmental final exam this semester. Other tests are composed by individual instructors.

As you know, it is now a departmental standard that a student who receives less than 60% on the final exam may receive a grade no higher than D for the course. Please make sure your students are aware of this policy.
Test Composition:  There may be 2, 3, or 4 hourly exams. Be sure to let your students know the duration of the exams if your class is longer than an hour. Other assignments and tests, such as quizzes, computer projects, or group assignments are at the discretion of individual instructors. 
MyMathLab and ADA Compliance:  Due to issues with ADA compliance, MyMathLab assignments should not be a required part of Math 1210 this semester. It is still possible to offer MyMathLab as an optional resource for supplemental practice, but the work should not be required and should not be averaged into the grade, even on an extra credit basis. 
Students using MyMathLab for extra practice can use the unmonitored course morelli67295 as the course ID. (This course currently needs to be revised.) If you want to modify it, you can copy this course as a starting point. If you have not done so before, go to http://www.coursecompass.com and register as an instructor.  Then, click on the “Create/Copy Course” button and follow the prompts.  Click on “Copy a Course” then “Copy Another Instructor’s Course” and use morelli67295 as the course ID.

Syllabus: A generic course syllabus has been provided. Please read through it carefully and make necessary adaptations for your own section. Obviously, you will need to supply your own contact information, but there are many other details that also must be modified. For instance, within department guidelines, you are free to make adjustments to the weight breakdowns, test composition, and other aspects of the course that are under instructor discretion.

Calendars: I have provided tentative generic section calendars. These calendars allot class time proportional to the number of pages in the sections of the textbook. Please adjust these to suit your own rhythm. These calendars schedule three hourly exams each. Modify as necessary.
