MATH 1220 Instructors,

Thank you for teaching Math 1220.

Textbook: Calculus: Early Transcendentals, 7th edition by James Stewart is being used for the first time this semester. We cover most of chapters 6 through chapter 12. Note that lines and planes, covered in section 12.5, are now included in Math 1220. (Formerly, it was in Math 2210.)  Also, hyperbolic functions, covered in section 3.11, have also been added to Math 1220.
Calculators: Please adhere to the departmental calculator standard for the calculus sequence: http://slccmathdepartment.yolasite.com/calculator-policy.php.

In particular, graphing and programmable calculators are not permitted on tests, nor are cell phones.

Final Exam:  There will continue to be a common departmental final exam this semester. This semester’s final exam will be similar to the Spring 2012 final exam, which is available in the bookstore.

Midterms and other tests are composed by individual instructors.

Final Exam Standard:  As you know, it is a departmental standard that a student who receives less than 60% on the final exam may receive a grade no higher than D for the course. Please make sure your students are aware of this.
Test Composition:  The tentative calendars have 4 hourly exams. (These are not aligned with chapter boundaries). Adjust these to suit your own rhythm. Be sure to let your students know the duration of the midterm exams if your class is longer than an hour. Other assignments and tests, such as quizzes or group assignments are at the discretion of individual instructors. 
Syllabus:

A generic course syllabus has been provided. Please read through it carefully and make necessary adaptations for your own section. Obviously, you will need to supply your own contact information, but there are many other details that also must be modified. For instance, within department guidelines, you are free to make adjustments to the weight breakdowns, test composition, and other aspects of the course that are under instructor discretion.

Calendars:
I have provided tentative generic section calendars. Please adjust these to suit your own rhythm. These calendars schedule four midterm exams each. Modify as necessary.

Homework:

Homework exercises from the book or some other form of frequently assigned/assessed work is an essential element of the course.

The provided list of homework may be used as is, or it may be modified to suit your own teaching style. (Note that some of the problems on the provided list call for the use of technology.) There should be in any case a selection of practice problems, applications, and theory.  Obviously, homework must provide adequate practice to cover all concepts and techniques of the course outcomes.
